Agreement of protocol between City of Pendleton and City of Minamisoma concerning an educational exchange prog'ram for junior high
and high school age students.

Aims and Objectives

Goals of this program include the exchanging of friendship and fellowship among our students and teachers. To gain an appreciation of
the cultural similarities and differences between our great nations. To develop long lasting relationships and understanding among our
students, teachers,and the general public.

Dates

This exchange shall be conducted on an annual basis with two to three weeks being spent in the host city.
The Pendleton students would visit during the Soma-Nomaoi Festival and the Minamisoma City students would visit during the
Pendleton Round-Up.

Delegate Structure

Each student delegation shall consist of six (6) students and one(1)adult. However, this number may be changed as circumstances
change, provided the host city agrees.
Both cities agree to select all members of its delegation by May for Minamisoma City students and April for Pendleton City students. The
names. iwo sets of head and shoulder passport size photographs and biographies of each student shall be mailed ten days after
delegation is chosen.

Hosting Responsibilities

The Host City agrees to have a representative for all arrivals and departures at the Gateway City.

The Host City shall provide all domestic transportation; home stays to include room and board, cultural and sight seeing activities

during the visit of the sending side.

The host schooVcity shall provide each exchange student an opportumty for a meaningful school/eultural experience for the duration of
the exchange.

The City of Pendleton Will provide a minimum of ten(10)hours of English conversation lessons to the Minamisoma City students while in
Pendleton.

Sending Responsibilities

The sending city is responsible for purchasing international airfare to/from the Gateway City.
The sending city shall purchase adequate health, medical, accident, repatriation, and liability coverage for its exchange students.

Amendment

If any disagreement arises concerning any article of this protocol, the agreement should be sett}ed by discussing between the parties to
the mutual consent of both parties.
